
2022 SOUNDSTAGE STUDY



This report is FilmLA’s sixth annual sound stage study. The 17 studio participants in this study include 
all of the major legacy studios and the larger independents, representing approximately 83 percent 
of the current 6.5 million square feet of certified stage space in the Los Angeles market. 

In 2022, a total of 1,354 projects were filmed in 34 facilities owned by the 17 studio participants. 
These 1,354 projects generated a total of 10,356 stage shoot days, with episodic television series 
accounting for the largest segment of production – approximately 30 percent of all projects and 
two-thirds of all stage shoot days. 

With the number of episodes per season declining across all segments of television (streaming, 
broadcast and cable), the number of shoot days that series generated declined by -34.8 
percent between 2018 and 2022 from 10,582 to 6,901. In 2022, series shoot days accounted 
for 66 percent of all production activity, compared to approximately 73 percent in 2018. 

As fears of a double strike started permeating the industry in the latter part of 2022, stage 
operators reported average annual occupancy of 90 percent. This is down -3 percent from 
93 percent from 2021.

Since FilmLA’s most recent report was released last March, both the UK and Georgia have 
added more than one million square feet of stage inventory. Now comparable to Los Angeles, 
the UK currently has 6.6 million square feet of stage space, with plans to add dozens of new 
facilities. Georgia currently has over 4 million square feet and several significant projects in 
various planning and expansion phases.

On a local level, FilmLA is tracking 18 studio projects, with approximately 182 stages and roughly 3.5 
million square feet of space in various phases of planning and development in Los Angeles. A 
rundown of these projects and their progress is summarized in the 16-slide report.

*A certified sound stage is a building or portion of a building usually insulated from outside noise and natural light that has met city criteria. To obtain certification in Los Angeles, one must first 
obtain a certificate of occupancy or change the certificate (if an adaptive reuse) from the Los Angeles Department of Building and Safety (LADBS) and then go through a compliance process in 
accordance with California Fire Code Chapter 48 through the Los Angeles Fire Department (LAFD). https://www.lafd.org/film-unit/certified-studios.

Beginning January 1, 2022, and before January 1, 2032, 

SB 144 establishes a new credit in an amount equal to 20 
percent or 25 percent for qualified expenditures for

the production of a qualified motion picture in a certified 

studio construction project. A total of $150 million is 
allocated for this new credit. To receive the credit, a 

taxpayer would be required to own or lease, and film on, 

one or more newly constructed or renovated soundstages 

certified by the California Film Commission.
